In 2015 we have been celebrating a “Year of Unity” in Catholic Charismatic Renewal.  In 2016 we will be 

celebrating a “Year of Mission in Mercy.”  The focus of 2016 will be to: 

Renew our Zeal for Souls. 

Promote Life in the Spirit Seminars (and Baptism in the Spirit). 

Promote the New Evangelization (As described by Pope Francis in the Gospel of Joy). 

Promote a Culture of Pentecost (The Holy Spirit influencing every aspect of our lives, families, work, and 

culture). 

Pope Francis is calling us all to grow as missionary disciples and Spirit-filled Evangelizers.  The pope has 

been calling Charismatic Renewal to share baptism in the Spirit with all the Church, and he is calling us to 

work in unity; not as lone ranger ministers.  Here at the Charismatic Center we have been seeking greater 

unity among our English groups, Spanish Groups, Young Adult Groups, and Youth Ministry.  God has given 

us a common calling in Charismatic Renewal to witness to the importance of the Holy Spirit in the life of the 

Church, including Baptism in the Spirit and the use of the charisms (spiritual gifts). 

The Pope has also proclaimed a “Year of Mercy” starting in December.  It is our heart of mercy for the lost 

and struggling that moves us to share the Good News of Jesus; pray with people for healing and empower-

ment; and serve people in their needs. 

In our conference in March we will focus on evangelization, zeal for souls, and each of us knowing and liv-

ing our mission from God.  We will be having a strong involvement of our Young Adult Groups, and young 

adult contacts, as part of the conference. 

We will be preparing for this Year of Mission in Mercy by having a training program with 9 sessions from Au-

gust 17 until December to train people to be part of a Catholic Center for Charismatic Renewal Resource 

Team for the Outreach efforts of the Center.  Your prayer group leaders have received the information 

about this program.  It is for people who believe in the vision of the Charismatic Renewal Center and are 

willing to help us in this vision.

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August 2015  - Summer temperatures rise and peak quickly and we try to escape the heat effects but we 
can’t!  Nor can we escape the heat wave of conversations about the Supreme Court’s recent rulings: The

just to mention a few. These News Headliners reminds us to remain in line with the thoughts of Christ.  Our 
Father reveals His understanding to us of our position in Christ through the Holy Spirit.   In our position we 
are not either Hot or Cold in our prayer life; we pray unceasingly!   The Love of the Lord is real to us. It is not 
a concept, since we are not ashamed to PROCLAIM the Name of Christ JESUS!  ICor. 13:3  ‘without love what 
would it profit” us to remain silent of our profession.  Our faith is not a trend, our faith is truth. 2 Tim. 4:3-4   
Unceasing prayer, proclaiming the name of Jesus and holding on to God’s Truth in faith, these are strong 
Godly views of which we earnestly desire to uphold with our Lord in Unity.  

 

Pope Francis gave an address at a meeting with members of the Charismatic Renewal in Saint Peter’

s Square in Rome.   I’d like to share a few highlights with you.  It was a report on an ecumeni-

cal event “Ways of Unity and Peace – for a Spiritual Ecumenism.” .  It was a important focus 

for Charismatic Renewal, that we can rejoice in, during these HEATED times of adversity. 

 
Pope Francis shared reflections on unity in diversity and on the ƛŘŜƴǝǘȅ of the Catholic Charismatic 
Renewal a “current of grace”. 
What is the common sign of those who are reborn of this current of grace? To become new men and 

women, this is Baptism in the Spirit. I ask you to read John 3, verses 7-8: Jesus to Nicodemus, rebirth 

in the Spirit.έ            

άThere is another strong sign of the Spirit in Charismatic Renewal: the search for unity of the Body of 
Christ. You, Charismatics, have a special grace to pray and work for Christian unity, because the cur-
rent of grace goes through all the Christian Churches. Christian unity is the work of the Holy Spirit and 

we must pray together -- spiritual ecumenism, the ecumenism of prayer. άBut, Father, can I pray with an 

Evangelical, with an Orthodox, with a Lutheran?έ                       

ς άYou must, you must! You have received the same Baptism.έ We have all received the same Baptism; 
we are all going on Jesusõ way, we want Jesus. We have all made these divisions in history, for so many 
reasons, but not good ones. But now, in fact, is the time in which the Spirit makes us think that these 
divisions are not on, that these divisions are a counter-testimony, and we must do everything to go to-
gether: spiritual ecumenism, the ecumenisms of prayer, the ecumenism of work, but of charity at the 
same time; the ecumenism of the reading of the Bible together ... To go together towards unity. òBut Fa-
ther, do we have to sign a document for this?ó ð òBut allow yourself to be carried forward by the Holy 
Spirit: pray, work, love and then the Spirit will do the rest. This current of grace goes across all the 
Christian Confessions, all of us who believe in Christ ð unity first of all in prayer. Work for Christian uni-
ty begins with prayer. Pray together.ó   

Letõs all sound out a great Amen!  There is so much more in his address and not enough space to share it.  
I am sure you will not be disappointed when you read it for yourself.  Blessings and Peace in Christ. Your
